Materials. Baby or sport-weight yarn, size
5 needles, size G crochet hook, snap.
Gauge: 20sts=4"inst st

Work in st st.

Cast on 15 sts

Purl 1 row.

K1, inclinnext s, K tolast 2 sts, inc
linnext st, K1

Repeat last 2 rows until 27 sts, then st

st till piece measures 2”, end with purl
row

K1, K2tog, K toast 3st, K2tog, K1

Purl 1 row

Repeat last 2 rows until 3 sts, bind off

Fold in half at bottom and crochet edges together as
shown in picture:
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Double Crochet (DC) around pointed flap, turn
DCineaDC from previous row working 3 extra
sts at point of flap, turn

DCineaDC of previous row increasing at point
of flap so that work liesflat.

Continue around edges of purse through both
layers

When you reach edge of purse opening, chain
about 8", attach on opposite side, turn, DC in
chain, at opposite side, attach and fasten off.

Materials: Sze G crochet hook. Sport weight yarn.

Chain 7 sts (less for shorter foot), sc 6 rows
around chain, increasing enough sts at each
end to make an oval that lays flat. (~40 sts)
SC around outside edge by putting hook in
top to bottom and pulling yarn up from
bottom (this forms aridge around the
outside edge of shoe.)

Uppers. SC 6 rows around.

Top: Attaching end of each row to sides of
shoe as you go: Pick up 9 stson front and sc
across. Next row, inc 1 st easide (11 sts).
Continue 5 more rows.

SC atight row around opening in contrasting color.
