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Materials: Worsted-weight yarn, size 6 straight 
needles for top, size 6 DP needles for skirt, size E 
crochet hook to pick up stitches would be helpful 
Gauge: 16 sts = 4" in st st 
Sizes: For small (medium, large) bears, tummy 
diameters: small=8”, medium=10”,large=15-20” 
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 Cast on 16(20, 40) sts 
 Seed Stitch to reach desired length to neck: 

 (K1, P1) to end, end on P1 
 (P1, K1) to end, end on K1 
 Repeat last two rows 

 Neck: staying in Seed Stitch pattern: 
 Work 4(5,10) sts, bind off 8(10,20) sts, work 

4(5,10)  sts 
 Work 4(5,10) sts, cast on 8(10,20) sts, work 

4(5,10)  sts 
 Seed Stitch back to match front length. 
 Bind off 

 
Finishing:  Sew side seams leaving a large enough 
opening for your bear’s arms. 
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 Pick up 32(40,80) sts along the bottom edge of the Top 

(you can do it with your knitting needle or a crochet 
hook and then transfer sts to the knitting needle) 

 K2 in each st [64(80,160) sts] 
 K until ½”(½”,1”) short of desired garment length 
 (P one round, K one round) 1(1,2) times 
 P one round 
 Cast off, cut yarn 

 
Finishing:  Weave tails into garment. Lightly steam 
pressing will help the skirt lie flat. 
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Materials: Worsted-weight yarn in colors A and B, size 6 
straight needles for headband, size E crochet hook, or, size 
6 DP needles for “brim” 
With color A, cast on 3(4,6) sts.  Garter st enough to fit 
around head.  Sew ends together. 
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With crochet hook and color B: 
Row 1: DC between each “ridge” of the garter band 
Row 2: (Chain 6, skip one DC on Row 1, SC in next DC 
on row 1) continue around and SC 2 in first Chain 6 
Row 3: Starting in top of first Chain 6 from Row 2, (Chain 
6, SC in top of next Chain 6 on Row 2) continue around 
and SC 2 in first Chain 6 of prev row 
Row 4: With Color A, repeat Row 3 using Chain 7 instead 
of Chain 6, secure and tie off. 
Row 5: For large size hat only, repeat Row 4. 
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With DP needles and color B: 
Row 1: Pick up sts on the edge of the garter st headband – 
one st for each row (2 sts for each “ridge”) 
Row 2: K2 in each st 
Rows 3.. K one row, P one row (garter st in the round) 
until desired brim width, bind off. 
 
Finishing:  Weave tails into hat.
