CHEVRON STOMA COVER
Bib with self-shaping neck
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Finished size should be about 6” wide by 5” deep.  Adjust number of stitches depending on your gauge, remembering to keep an odd number of stitches.  This pattern will work on size 6 or 7 needles and sport or DK weight cotton yarn.  If you are changing the size of yarn and needles, cast on about 7 ½” to 8” of stitches to equal 6” of width across the chevron.  

Cast on 37 sts.

Row 1 (WS):  P18, (pm=place marker), p1, (pm), p 18.

Row 2 (RS):  K1, sl 1 p-wise, k2tog, (p1, k1) to one stitch before marker, k1 and p1 in next stitch, sl 1 p-wise, p1 and k1 in next st, (p1, k1) to last four stitches, k2tog, sl 1 p-wise, k1.

Row 3:  Purl

Repeat rows 2 and 3 to length of 5” measured in center.

FINISHING:  With RS facing, using a crochet hook equal in size to your knitting needles, slip stitch around side.  Make a 15” chain at neck edge, slip stitch down the chain.  Slip stitch across the v-neck and make another chain on the other side of the neck edge.  Slip stitch down the remaining side and across bottom.  Finish off and weave in ends.

For Stockinette Bib:

Row 1 (WS):  P18, (pm), p1, (pm), p 18.

Row 2 (RS):  K1, sl 1 p-wise, k2tog, k14, m1, sl 1 p-wise, m1, k14, k2tog, sl 1 p-wise, k1.

Row 3:  Purl

Repeat rows 2 and 3 to length of 5” measured in center.

For Garter Stitch Bib:

Row 1 (WS):  K1, p1, k16, (pm), p1 (pm), k16, p1, k1.

Row 2 (RS):  K1, sl 1 p-wise, k2tog, k14, m1, sl 1 p-wise, m1, k14, k2tog, sl 1 p-wise, k1.

Row 3:  K1, p1, k16,  p1, k16, p1, k1

Repeat rows 2 and 3 to length of 5” measured in center.

Chevron Stoma Cover 1

I-Cord with center pick-up stitches

36" I-cord.  Pick up center 37 stitches and work

cover body.

Chevron Stoma Cover 2

I-Cord tie woven into islet cover body

36" I-cord.  Work stoma cover with 2nd row:

K1, (yo, k2 tog) repeat to end.  Work 3rd row and then continue with

 pattern.  Weave I-cord into spaces.

Chevron Stoma Cover 3

Cast on and bind off ties.

Cast on 90 sts, place marker, cast on 37 sts, pm, cast on 90 sts.  Bind

 off to first marker.  Work the center 37 sts for cover body.  Bind off

 remaining sts.  Attach yarn and complete body.

Tip:  When you sl 1 p-wise, hold yarn in back.  

Enjoy substituting different pattern stitches, keeping the decrease and increase patterns as established.
