	Easy Preemie Blanket


Use:
Any size knitting needles, depending on the size of the yarn


Knitting worsted, needles 10, 10½, 11 or 13


Baby yarn or Sport yarn may also be used with these sizes if used double.


If you use single strands, use smaller needles

Cast on 4 stitches.  Knit one row.

Row 1:   Knit 2, yarn over, knit to the end of the row

Row 2:   Knit 2, yarn over, knit to the end of the row

Continue these two rows of garter stitch until one edge of the triangle measures the length you wish the finished blanket to be. (Note:  The finished blanket could be 14x14.)

When you reach this "halfway mark," continue as follows:

Row A:    K1, K2tog, yo, k2tog, knit to end of row

Row B:    K1, K2tog, yo, k2tog, knit to end of row

Continue these two rows of garter stitch until 4 stitches remain.  Bind off.  When there are too many stitches to continue working on the straight needles, switch to a circular needle and work back and forth.
